What is MUUUCE?

2025.

e All students must register through a Northwest Conference church youth group.

e Location: Crossview Covenant Church, North Mankato, MN
e Base Cost: $145 per participant. If using a credit card for registration payment, add an
additional $6 per registration to cover processing fees. Churches may add additional fees to
pay for transportation, extra meals to and from MUUUCE, incidentals at Valleyfair, etc.

Adult Leader Requirements
e |eaders must be at least 18 years old.
e A background check completed within the past 24 months (as of August 2023) is required.
e Groups must have at least one leader per eight students (including both male & female leaders if
bringing male & female students). If this is a challenge, please visit the NWC Youth Leaders
page to see if you can collaborate with another group.

e Students and leaders will stay at Crossview Covenant Church & neighboring churches or
schools.

MUUUCE FAQs

Q: Can students register individually?
A: No, all students must register as part of a church group and attend with adult leaders.

: What should we bring?
: A packing list will be provided after registration is complete.

: Is financial assistance available?

: We do our best to keep MUUUCE as affordable as possible, which means we aren’t able to offer additional
financial assistance. We encourage families to connect with their local church to explore scholarship
options.

: I’'m bringing 8 students - 7 boys and 1girl. How many leaders do | need?
: You need two adult leaders: one female and one male. If your church can’t provide both, we suggest
connecting with another NWC youth pastor to see if you can partner up.

: We have a student who can’t attend the entire event. Is that okay?
: Please call the NWC office to talk through the details —we’re happy to work with you on a case-by-case
basis.

: What are the sleeping arrangements like?
: Students and leaders will sleep at Crossview Covenant Church in designated areas by gender and group.
Adult leaders are responsible for supervising their students overnight.

: Are meals included in the registration cost?
: Yes! All meals from Thursday dinner through Saturday lunch are included. Participants may want to bring
extra money for snacks at Valleyfair.

Q: What if someone has food allergies or dietary restrictions?
A: Please include any dietary needs when you register. We’ll do our best to accommodate them and will
follow up if we need more details. Requests made after July 20 may not be able to be fulfilled.

Q: What'’s the cancellation or refund policy?

A: Cancellations must be made by June 30 to receive a refund. After that date, no refunds can be issued, and
your church will be responsible for the number of participants you registered through Reg Fox. However,
you are welcome to substitute another participant from your church if someone can no longer attend.

Qualifications

Leaders must be at least 18 years of age by August 7, 2025 & have graduated from high school & have an
approved background check.

MUUUCE requires criminal background checks for every adult serving at MUUUCE. Background checks must
be no older than August 7, 2023. Please let your MUUUCE leader or church administrator know immediately if
you have not completed a background check or if your background check is more than two years old. Your
registration will not be complete until MUUUCE confirms a current background check.

Compliance with the following standards of conduct is expected of all leaders & participants at MUUUCE. If you
fail to comply, you may be sent home at your own expense.
¢ Use &/or possession of alcohol &/or other controlled substances, fireworks, firearms, or other
dangerous weapons (e.g. knives, slingshots, laser pointers, etc.) during MUUUCE is prohibited.
¢ Individuals are liable (& will be billed) for any damage they intentionally or accidentally commit to
Crossview Covenant or to MUUUCE property.
